1.1 This Invitation for Tenders is open to all tenderers eligible as described in the Appendix to instructions to tenderers.

1.4 A Kenyan tenderer shall provide evidence of having fulﬁlled his/her tax obligations by producing a valid tax compliance certiﬁcate or tax exemption certiﬁcate issued by the Kenya Revenue Authority.

                16.1	The Procuring Entity will examine the tenders to determine whether they are complete, whether the tenderer has fulﬁlled the eligibility criteria, whether any computation errors have been made, whether required deposits have been furnished, whether documents have been properly signed and whether the tenders are generally in order. After examination a tender that will be determined to be substantially non- responsive, will be rejected by the Procuring Entity.

               16.2	Provided that the Tender is substantially responsive, the Procuring Entity shall handle errors on the following basis:
a) Any error detected if considered a major deviation that affects the substance of the tender, shall lead to disqualiﬁcation of the tender as non-responsive.
b) Any errors in the submitted tender arising from a miscalculation of unit price, quantity, subtotal and total bid price shall be considered as a major deviation that affects the substance of the tender and shall lead to disqualiﬁcation of the tender as non-responsive .and
c) If there is a discrepancy between words and ﬁgures, the amount in words shall prevail, unless the amount expressed in words is related to an arithmetic error, in which case the amount in ﬁgures shall prevail.

                16.3	The Procuring Entity will evaluate and compare the tenders, which have been determined to be substantially responsive.
16.4	The tender evaluation committee shall evaluate the tender within 30 days of the validity period from the date of opening the tender.
